Can you imagine being
Thomas and finding out
that while you were gone
from the Upper Room,
the resurrected Jesus
appeared to the other
disciples? And then,
according to the
evangelist John, it was a
full week later when
Jesus returns to that
room. If I were Thomas, I
would probably be
consumed with thoughts
about how unfair the
situation was — that I
was being asked to
believe without seeing
while the other disciples
were able to see the
glorified Christ. And, of
course, we don’t know
how Thomas reacted,
except that he
demanded to see and
touch the wounds of
Christ. We do know that
when Christ returns he
does not admonish
Thomas, but offers his
hands and his side to
his disciple to touch.
Christ responded to
Thomas with mercy —
inviting him into an
encounter in a way that
will draw him into
deeper faith.
